As last year the individual school/club events filtered players through to Megafinals at various locations across the country. The top players from these events qualified for 2 Gigafinals, North & South. As 
Midlands based players competed in the Northern section, it it only those results that are shown above. The top 10 placed players in each section are shown. The section winners have qualified for the Grand 
Final or Terfinal as it is called next month. The runners up will compete in the Challengers event at the venue. The Source in Sheffield is the education centre of sponsors British Land. Parents, siblings & 
other relatives & other visitors will be able to play in a social tournament. Alternatively they can take the opportunity to engage in some retail therapy, as one of the largest shopping centres in the country, 
Meadowhall, is just across the road.

The Gigafinals saw several Midlands based players who qualified for the Terafinal & Challengers last year, making their way through again, and several players winning their age group section again. They 
included Ankush Khandelwal, Kishan Lakhani & Craig Whitfield, Michael Rabbitte & Brandon Clarke & demonstrating that this success is not confined to the boys, Anjali Lakhani & Lateefa Messam-Sparks. 
There are also a number of instances of members of the same family qualifying. Anjali & Kishan Lakhani from Nottingham both won their age groups, as did twins Yangshi Yu and sister Yangshan. Whilst 
these players have the prospect of possibily playing each other, that risk will not arise with Henrick Stepanyan and sibling Asthik from Sutton Coldfield, Asthik could quite manage to emmulate his brother's 
section win. The same is true of Samuel & Amy Milson of Louth. 3 members of the Rabbitte family qualified for Sheffiled, Michael for the Terafinal, Laim & Dominic for the Challengers, sadly for the family  
although Alexander also played in the Gigafinal he missed out on qualification.

The qualifiers will find themselves playing across the age range instead of in age groups and the girls will be aiming to demonstrate that they can compete on equal terms with the boys. Midland qualifers will 
have a tough time in the Terafinal with ex-Midlander Li Wu the top ECF graded player in the event at 215 perhaps the favourite to win. Ankush Khandelwal is the highest rated Midlans player at number 5 
with a grade of 187. William Bennett of Rutland will be looking to repeat past successes in the Challengers section. Craig Whitfield of Staffordshire will be aiming to secure the £1000 prize for the top U11 
performer, with a grade of 129 the £2000 prize for the outright winner is likely to be out of his reach. He is likely to face tough opposition for the U11 title from Yan-Fan Zhou (157) & Saravanan 
Sathyanandha (135) who came through from the Southern Gigafinal. The U9 prize is unlikely to find its' way to the Midlands, with no MCCU based players in the top 6 on gradings. However, as the younger 
players will not necessaryily be playing each other, the luck of the draw is likely to play a major part in the destination of these prizes.
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
